THE END OF THE WORLD 
 When do you think this world will end? Will it be soon or will it be 

millions and millions of years from now? Will Christ wait to return for fi-

nal judgment when our sun explodes and our planet is destroyed? Or does 

God have some date in his mind and he is just patiently waiting for that 

day to arrive? Or is the date dependent upon us? Will God wait for human 

beings to put aside all our differences and divisions and begin to accept 

and love each other regardless of our race, culture, or nationality? 

 The story of the Tower of Babel in the book of Genesis is a reflec-

tion on what human beings have become. The languages of man were mul-

tiplied and they couldn’t communicate with each other. They scattered to 

the four corners of the world. The result of original sin is the disruption of 

relationships. Not only is man separate from God, but man is separated 

from himself. But that is not how we were created. We were created of the 

very same “dirt” and the very same “life-breath” of God was breathed into 

all of us. We are all God’s children. We are all destined to be one with 

God. When all the externals are stripped away and there is only God’s life 

left then I think it’s clear that we human beings are more alike than differ-

ent. When Satan tempted Adam and Eve and said that “if you eat this fruit 

you will be just like God”  he was lying. Satan is the father of lies. The 

very opposite happens. Our sin has made us less like God. 

 If God is waiting for us to become “one in the Lord” for the final 

coming to happen I am afraid it will take a very long time - maybe mil-

lions of years. Hitler wanted to kill everyone who didn’t fit his understand-

ing of a human being. That is pure evil and that attitude continues today in 

lesser ways. This last week we celebrated the feast of the church in Rome 

of St. John Lateran. This church is the “mother” church of our faith (not 

St. Peter’s). The church is the model for mankind. The church encom-

passes all peoples of our entire planet all joined one to another in the per-

son of Jesus Christ. Christ is our only hope of ever becoming who we were 

made to be. Christ is the doorway back to our communion with God. 

33rd Sunday of Ordinary Time 
 The last Sundays of the Liturgical year and 

the first Sunday of Advent all focus on “the end 

time.” We believe that there will be an “end” one day. 

Jesus will return and there will be the final judgment. 

It might not be for a few billion years. It might not be 

in our lifetime but we all need to be prepared for our own personal end.
