That means the couple did not receive the sacrament of marriage 
when they got married. When their marriage is blessed then they do re-
ceive the sacrament.  
 Who needs their marriage blessed? Any Catholic who was not married 
in a Catholic church in the presence of a priest or deacon. 
 Why do some people not get married in the church and receive the 
sacrament? There are probably hun-
dreds of reasons. Here are a few. Some 
just get married civilly. They need 
their marriage blessed. Some get mar-
ried in a non-Catholic church (mixed 
marriage). They need their marriage 
blessed. Some have been previously 
married so need an annulment first 
before they can have their marriage 
blessed in the church. There are many 
couples who need annulments and I 
am ready to help them get their annul-
ment so that they can have their marriage blessed in the church and start 
receiving the sacraments again. 
 An annulment is a declaration that a marriage is not a true valid union 
in the Lord. (The church accepts all marriages of baptized non-Catholics 
as valid unions in the Lord. These also need annulments).  
 The annulment process is both easy and difficult. It is easy because it 
is all done on paper. One writes a narrative of their failed marriage. 
Relatives and friends fill out questionnaires and when all that informa-
tion is compiled there may be a concurrence of testimony that some-
thing dramatically essential for a union in the Lord was missed. Annul-
ments are hard because a person has to spend the time and emotional 
energy to write the narrative and fill out a questionnaire.
