money has been applied to the debt. As I noted in earlier bulletin arti-
cles, come April of this year our debt will be down to $530,000.  
 The Finance Board has decided to re-negotiate our loan with First 
State Bank at a lower interest rate. With some of the monies we have on 
hand, we will make a lump payment of $234,000. This will immediately 
reduce our balance and save us a ton of interest money. (We will retain 
enough money in the building fund account to make loan payments 
through the month of November.)  
 What all of this means is that by November of this year, we will have 
a balance of $252,434 on our debt. The end is in sight. The Finance 
Board has decided to make another appeal at that time. Hopefully that 
will be the last.  
 With your generous response we will be able to pay off this final 
amount. I have been at St. Gerald for twelve years. When I came there 
was a huge debt on the new church. We added to that debt with an addi-
tion to the school. What a wonderful blessing that has been to our 
Catholic School and to the children in the Religious Education program. 
 The total of those two debts had been $6.8 million. What a tribute to 
your generosity. I hope that come this December with another generous
